ARTICLE VII
DUES AND FUNDS

Section 1 — Membership Dues
There shall be no membership dues to be a part of the East Noble Show Choir Boosters.

ection 2 — F for Booster tion

Funds for the operation of the East Noble Show Choir Boosters shall come from fund
raisers held throughout the year. To date the Booster Account Fund Raisers are Ladies
Night Out, Basketball Coat Check, and the East Noble Invitational. Other fund raisers can
be adopted by a majority vote of the membership at any regular or special meeting called
for this purpose.

Section 3 — Funds for Student Operation

Funds for the participation of students involved in East Noble Show Choir Knight
Rhythms, Premiere Edition or the Show Choir Band will be the responsibility of the
student. Funds may be paid directly into their account, or monies raised by fund raisers.
To date the Student Account fund raisers are Golf Ball Drop; Home Interiors; Candy Bar
Sales; Football Clean Up; Cookie Dough Sales; Raffle Ticket Sales; Spectacular Ticket
Sales. Other fund raisers can be adopted by a majority vote of the membership at any
regular or special meeting called for this purpose.

Section 4 — Distribution of Fund Raiser Monies

(1) Booster Fund Raisers: Any monies taken in from a fund raiser that has been
adopted as a booster fund raiser by a majority vote of the membership, or
approved by the action of unanimous consent, will be submitted by the fund raiser
chairperson to the elected Booster Account Treasurer for deposit into the booster
account.

(2) Student Merchandise Fund Raisers: Any monies taken in from a fund raiser that
has been adopted as a student fund raiser by a majority vote of the membership, o1
approved by the action of unanimous consent, and in which students sell
merchandise (candy bars; cookie dough; raffle tickets, etc.), the percentage due
each student will be figured and shown in writing by the chairperson of the fund
raiser and given to the elected Student Account Treasurer for deposit into the
student account.

(3) Student Service Fund Raiser: Any monies taken in from a fund raiser that has
been adopted as a student fund raiser by a majority vote of the membership, or
approved by the action of unanimous consent, and in which the students provide a
service (football cleanup; car washes; etc.), the monies earned by each student
who is present, or their one (1) representative who works in place of the student
